How are Taxes Calculated?

Each year, Council approves a budget that
outlines how much money is needed to
run the Town and deliver services. To set
the municipal tax rate, the Town takes the
total amount needed (the budget
requirement) and divides it by the total
assessed value of all properties in Taber.
This calculation gives us the municipal tax
rates.

To figure out your property taxes, we then
multiply your individual property’s
assessed value by the tax rate. In short:

Budget + Total Assessment = Tax Rate

Your Assessment x Tax Rate = Your
Property Tax

The tax rate is simply the tool used to
collect the money needed to fund services
like roads, parks, police, fire, and
recreation.

What About Assessments?

Property assessments are completed each
year by an independent, provincially regulated
assessor—not by the Town. Assessors
estimate the market value of properties based
on factors like lot size, building size, location,
age, condition, upgrades, permits, property
type, replacement cost, and recent sales of
similar properties. The Town has no authority
to adjust or interfere with assessments.
Assessments must reflect typical market
conditions as of July 1 of the previous year,
following provincial legislation. The average
assessment increase of a Single Family
Home from 2024 to 2025 was 11.2%.
